FIRE FUEL TREATMENT UPDATE

t is time again for the District to continue

with the Fire Fuel Treatment program that
was started last year. This project is to deal
with the risk of wildfire encroaching on
homes in our community. Our area has been
hit with an infestation of the Mountain Pine
Beetle which has killed many pine trees
throughout the District, making them prime
fuel for wildfires.

In February there was a Request For Propos-
als issued to plan and manage the Fire Fuel
Treatment for the District. From the re-
ceived proposals Council has awarded the
contract to TDB Consultants Inc. TDB has a
lot of experience in this type of Fire Fuel
Treatment and the proposals, prescriptions
and reporting that has to go to our provincial
and federal funding partners.

One of the ways that we will keep the public
informed is a website that will explain what
work is going on and what the end result will
be. Once this site is developed, it will be
linked to the Districts website
(www.hudsonshope.ca). | will also be writ-
ing a monthly update for the Bulletin and
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posting any important notices at both the
District Office and the Post Office to ensure
wide distribution of information.

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A Message from the Protective Services Department....

iking season is just around the corner. Many of us look forward to the freedom of riding

our bikes around town, getting out on our quads and dusting off our motorcycles. Taking
a minute to think about safety can make the difference between a great trip and disaster.
The most important thing that we can do to improve our chances of getting home safe is to
make sure we are fit to ride. This means we are not tired or distracted by things and that our
equipment is in good repair. As always, alcohol and riding don’t mix. Sharing the road is im-
portant. We have cars, trucks, motorcycles, bicycles, horses and pedestrians who all share the
road. If we are all respectful of each other and aware of other users, it makes a safer trip for all
concerned.

Helmets are a critical part of rider safety whether we are on a bicycle, a motorcycle, or an ATV.
In BC, you must wear a helmet when riding any bicycle or motorcycle. Tickets can range from
$29 to $138 for not wearing a helmet. Besides the legal requirements, it makes sense to pro-
tect your head!!! We also want to encourage parents to set a good example for your kids.
When buying helmets, remember that kids will be more inclined to wear a helmet that is com-
fortable and they like the looks of than one they don’t.

The old Scout motto of Be Prepared is relevant for all our riders. Having a plan and letting
someone know where you are going and when you plan to return is really critical for those
heading out into the great outdoors that surrounds our town. The classic “10 Essentials for
Backcountry Travel” is a good guide of the minimum equipment that you should carry:

Map Matches

Compass (optionally supplemented with a GPS) Fire Starter
Sunglasses & Sunscreen First Aid Kit

Extra Food & Water Headlamp or flashlight
Extra Clothes Knife

On 2010-02-27 police stopped a vehicle after it was observed driving erratically. The driver showed
signs of impairment and was detained for impaired operation of a motor vehicle. The 52 year old
Hudson's Hope resident provided breath samples nearly double the legal limit. The male is sched-
uled to appear in court in April.

NH Connections introduces new Northeast Circle Route

Northern Health Connections is making changes to its Northeast BC route structure to provide bet-
ter service to residents needing to travel outside their home communities for specialized healthcare
services.

Northeast residents currently have several NH Connections route options for traveling west-to-east,
and south to Prince George, but there are no routes providing same-day bus service in the opposite
direction, to Fort St. John. The new Northeast Circle Route will allow clients from Hudson’s Hope,
Chetwynd and Dawson Creek to access services in Fort St John and return to their home communi-
ties on the same day.

“There are several medical services including dialysis, and access to visiting specialists, for which
Fort St. John is the only provider in the region,” said Ashley Stoppler, Regional Manager of Patient
Transportation for Northern Health. “The new Circle Route will make accessing these services much
more convenient for residents in the area.”

Implementation of the new Circle Route will mean that Hudson’s Hope clients will longer have
sameday service to Grande Prairie, however they will still be able to connect with the Fort Nelson to
Grande Prairie long-haul bus in Dawson Creek on Tuesdays to access services in Alberta. Ridership
on the Hudson’s Hope to Grande Prairie route has historically been very low.

The last Hudson’s Hope to Grande Prairie trip will take place on Tuesday, January 26th. The new
Northeast Circle Route will begin service the following Tuesday (February, 2nd). A sample schedule
for the new service looks like this:
