In January, we assisted BC Ambulance and dealt with 2 structure fires. Thankfully, no one was
injured at either fire and one resulted in very minimal damages to the residence. Our firefight-
ers continue to work hard to save what can be saved and did a great job at both of the calls.

Here are a couple of things to think about when you travel this winter season:

1 Make sure you are extra careful when driving at this time of year. Leaving space between
you and the vehicle ahead gives you time to react if anything happens.

1 Have a plan and let someone know where you are going, what route you are taking, and
when you plan to get back. If you get stuck you will be thankful that people know you are
overdue and where to start looking!

{ If you are going out to enjoy all of the great outdoor adventure available in and around
our community, make sure you carry a map, a compass, and a GPS (if you have one) and
know how to use them. That way if you need to call for help, you have coordinates to let
people know exactly where you are.
1 Carry some basic supplies in your vehicle when you are heading out. These should include

warm clothes, blankets, a first aid kit, some Aoerishable food, and some water. If you
are involved in an accident, because of the distances involved it can take a while for emer-
gency personnel to get to your location, so a little bit of equipment and preparation can
make a huge difference.
