C ouncil met with some of the oil and gas 
companies that are working close to the 

District.  Donna Phillips, VP of Lands and 
Chad Holowtuk, VP of Reservoir Engineering 
for Canbriam Energy met with council to dis-
cuss their development plans in the West 
Farrell and East Farrell locations. There are 
currently 21 horizontal and 10 vertical Mont-
ney wells either drilled or licensed by other 
operators in the Farrell Creek and adjacent 
areas. They spoke of the core areas of work 
over the next few months.  Talisman contin-
ues to keep the council informed of their 
operations north of our community.  In mid 
December they announced a 50 ς 50 part-
nership with the Sasol, a South African com-
pany, to move forward on further develop-
ment in the Farrell Creek area. 
 
Councillors Webster and Johansson are 
working to develop a tourism and marketing 
strategy for the upcoming tourist season.  
Susan Lemmon, Economic Development Offi-
cer for the North Peace will be working with 

 

them as well.  Funding is provided by the 
EDC and grants acquired by our grant writer 
Andy Ackerman. 
 
Work is moving forward on the new water 
treatment system plant for the community.  
We are awaiting funding opportunities, and 
hope to start on this project in early spring. 
 
The solar heat work at the swimming pool is 
completed with commissioning the end of 
December.  The addition of these panels will 
hopefully cut the heating costs by 50%.  The 
arena heat recovery system was completed 
in December as well.

Using your toilet for disposal of 
many modern products will often result in blockages. The drains that connect your home to 
the main sewer are only big enough to carry water, toilet paper and human waste - often no 
wider than 4 inches.

¶ Facial tissues 

¶ Baby wipes, disinfectant wipes, moist wipes, etc.

¶ Egg shells, nutshells, and coffee grounds 
¶ Fats, oils, and greases  

¶ Food items containing seeds and peelings 

¶ Hair 

¶ Sanitary napkins, tampons, condoms, or any non-organic material 

¶ Vitamins, medicines or other pharmaceuticals 

¶ Wash cloths, towels, rags (any cloth item) 

¶ Clothing 
¶ Sheet plastic, or plastic of any kind
