On November 30th, police received a report that a watch had been stolen up at one of the
Talisman Work Camps. The watch was taken after the owner left it behind in the bathroom
area. If anyone has found a watch please return it to the Hudson's Hope RCMP or to Talisman
Security.

On December 1st, police received a report of an intoxicated male who was wandering around
town. The intoxicated 55 year old male was located, arrested for being drunk in public, and
taken to jail. The male was released the following morning once sober and able to care for
himself.

On December 4th, a suitcase was reported as lost along the Highway 29 N corridor. On De-
cember 6th Hudson's Hope RCMP were advised that a good Samaritan dropped off the suit-
case at the Fort St John RCMP Detachment, wanting it returned to the rightful owners. Hud-
son's Hope RCMP notified the family who lost the suitcase.

On December 5th, police received a report that sometime overnight unknown person(s) threw
a rock against a window, smashing it, on Fredette Avenue. If anyone has information as to
who threw the rock, please advised the RCMP.

On December 7th, police received a report of a sexual assault that had taken place up in a
Talisman Camp site. The matter is still currently under investigation.

On December 8th, police were called to a motor vehicle accident where an Elk ran out in front
of a moving van. The van struck the EIk, and it died on the side of the road. No-one in the
van was injured and the vehicle was still able to be driven.

On December 8th, police were notified that a wallet was lost within the Hudson's Hope
area. Inthe wallet was Drivers licence, Social Insurance Number, and Debit and Credit
Cards. The wallet still has not been recovered. If anyone has the wallet, please turn it into
the police.
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On December 12th, police were called to a motor vehicle collision involving a moose. None of
the occupants were injured despite the vehicle going off the road and down an embank-

ment. The moose died upon impact. Both the vehicle and the moose were removed from the
road way.

On December 16th, police were called to a 911 hang up call. Police were able to obtain a cell
phone trace and located where and who owned the phone. Police attended where the 911 call
came from, but it turned out to be an accidental dial. Police would like to remind everyone to
ensure their cell phones are locked when in their pockets to avoid mis-dials of 911.

On December 16th, police received a report of a stolen wallet and the fraudulent use of the
credit cards that were in the wallet. Police attended and learned that there were numerous
cards in the wallet, and they were used in places from Dawson Creek to Toronto Ontario, in the
same day. The matter is still under investigation.

On December 17th, police were called to a transport truck driving erratically on the road

way. Police attended the scene on Farrell Creek Road, to find a Transport Truck upright in the
ditch. Upon speaking with the driver, his back wheel caught the shoulder and began to lose
control. No one was hurt and the transport truck was removed from the ditch.

On December 17th, a white Cadillac was located in the ditch by Farrell Creek Road, towards the
river. No one was around when initially found. The owner of the vehicle was contacted and the
vehicle was removed from the ditch.

On December 19th, police received a report of a vehicle collision with a moose. The vehicle was
badly damaged, but no one was injured.

On December 20th, Police received a report of damage to the Christmas lights at Beattie Park.
Some evidence was gathered at the scene that may lead to charges. There was a second report
of damage to another Christmas display on Dudley Drive. Evidence at the scene suggests that
the same person is responsible for the vandalism. Anyone with additional information can call
Hudson's Hope RCMP or Crime Stoppers.
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On December 23rd, Police were called to an arson complaint at the Laundromat. Police at-
tended and located a large burn mark, about 1.5 feet tall, and about 7 inches wide on the bath-
room wall. This arson was committed during the early morning hours and the damage had the
potential to burn down the Laundromat as well as the Thrift Store. Anyone with additional infor-
mation can call Hudson's Hope RCMP or Crime Stoppers.

On December 26th, shortly after midnight, police responded to fireworks being set off in the
school field on Holland Street by young adults. The male and female, both 18, had their fire-
works and liquor taken and were warned with regards to children sleeping at that time of night

in the residential area. Although the pair could have been charged criminally with disturbing the
peace and received fines for possession by a minor, consuming liquor in public and the noise by
-law, police exercised discretion and let them off with a warning as it was Christmas. Police
would like to make everyone aware that the selling, giving and setting off of fireworks other

than between October 24 and November 1 of each year is an offence.

On December 26th, two police vehicles had the air let out of their tires sometime overnight. The
culprits may have thought this was a harmless prank, but the actions could have delayed a po-
lice response to an emergency which could have resulted in loss of life or serious injury to any-
one calling for help. Tampering with an emergency vehicle is a criminal offence and puts public
safety at serious risk. Anyone with additional information can call Hudson's Hope RCMP or Crime
Stoppers.

The Hudson's Hope RCMP would like to wish everyone a happy and prosperous New Year.Po-
lice would like to also remind everyone that although the weather has been un -seasonally
warm, driving conditions can still be dangerous as snow melts and re-freezes. Please slow down
and make sure your vehicle is equipped with good winter tires. Numerous collisions with wild
animals continue to occur at this time of year and police urge motorists to slow down, not out
drive your headlights, and give yourself extra time to react on dark icy roads.
