O n May 28, 2010 police were called about a report of mischief to three separate places. The

The male was transported to 
the Fort St. John hospital where police demanded to have his blood analyzed as it is suspected 
he was under the influence of alcohol.  The file is still under investigation upon results of blood/
alcohol level. 

On June 11, 2010 police stopped a vehicle on Hwy 29 near the Halfway River bridge for exces-
sive speeding.  The Fort St. John driver of the vehicle was prohibited from driving and arrested 
and released for court in August.  The vehicle was towed and impounded for a minimum of 30 
days. 

On June 14, 2010 police were called to a report of a break and enter to a residence in Jamieson 
subdivision.  Culprits entered the residence and went through the house.  A vehicle located at 
the residence was stolen and later located at the old ferry landing.  Witnesses say the vehicle 
was seen leaving the residence with the headlights out around 12 midnight.

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Next Steps for the Site C Clean Energy Project 

 

Environmental assessment process will begin in early 2011 

In April of this year, the provincial government announced that the Site C Clean Energy Pro-

ject will advance to an environmental and regulatory review, which includes an independent envi-

ronmental assessment process. 

BC Hydro anticipates formally entering the pre-application stage of the environmental assess-

ment process in early 2011 with the submission of a project description.  

As part of the environmental assessment for Site C, there will be opportunities for consultation 

and input by the public, communities, First Nations, property owners and stakeholders. 

In addition, during the environmental assessment process, BC Hydro will identify potential en-

vironmental and socio-economic effects from the project. Where impacts cannot be avoided, BC 

Hydro will identify and evaluate options for mitigation. 

Prior to the environmental assessment process, BC Hydro will:  

¶ Refine and update the historic Site C project design to reflect current environmental, seismic 

and safety guidelines. 

¶ Transition environmental and socio-economic studies from baseline work to effects assess-

ment. 

¶ Continue consultation and engagement with Aboriginal groups. 

¶ Continue to engage with communities, community relations and communications, including 

keeping the public, stakeholders, communities, and property owners informed about the project. 
Prepare for the pre-application phase of the environmental assessment. 

With Site C, BC Hydro is planning now so that British Columbians will continue to enjoy the 

benefits of secure, reliable and affordable electricity in the future. Site C will be a source of clean 

and renewable electricity for more than 100 yearsðit will provide enough electricity to power more 

than 400,000 homes per year in B.C. 

Construction of Site C is subject to environmental certification and ensuring that the Crownôs 

constitutional duties to First Nations are met.

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2010 PADDLE FOR THE PEACE 
Important Notice of Route Change  

 
The 2010 Paddle for the Peace route has been shortened to ensure the journey  is appropriate 
for all skill levels.  The new route will be from Lynx  Creek RV Park/Campground to the junction 
of the Peace and Halfway Rivers, just downstream of the mouth of the Halfway (east side of 
bridge).  While participants should still plan on being on the river between four and five hours, 
the shorter route will allow for more time to relax and enjoy the scenery.  Anyone wishing to 
drop off a vehicle in the morning prior to the launch will now go to the Halfway River bridge 
instead of Bear Flat.
