We have already had several brush fires this year that the department has responded to.  
These included a major fire (30 ha) that involved both our department and BC Forrest Service 
firefighting crews.  In the end we were able to protect all of the major buildings on the prop-
erty and no lives were lost, however, the fire had the potential to be much worse.  I would like

One of the reasons that I mention this incident was the fact that it appears to have been 
started by an unattended campfire.  I want to stress the importance of always watching your 
campfires and making sure that they are out when you leave.  This means that the embers are 
cool to the touch!!!  Discarded cigarettes can also cause brush fires, so please make sure you 
dispose of them safely.  Our forests are dry and many of them are full of dead pine.  This pre-
sents a ticking time bomb that threatens the safety of everyone in our community.  The BC 
Forrest Service has stated that they will be strictly enforcing any campfire bans this summer.  
Fines can range from $173 for discarding a cigarette to $345 for having a campfire when there
