Housing was the next topic of
concern, with the third concern being busi-
ness retention and expansion. These are all
important issues and council has already
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tapted to move forward with addressing

The issue of local hire keeps surfacing, coun-
cil has come up with their definition of local
hire and will be forwarding this to companies
who plan to carry out work in what we per-
ceive as our area.

With the announcement by the provincial
government that Site C is moving ahead to
the third stage, which is expected to last two
years, and involves dealing with regulatory
issues and the environmental assessment of
the project. Council will be meeting with BC
Hydro to discuss issues that may impact our
community.

Q\vMarch 26, 2010 police were called out to a report of a very intoxicated 46 year old male
ho would not leave a residence when asked. The male was taken into custody and
lodged in cells and released when sober.

On March 27, 2010 police received a report that the two dinosaur statues at Beattie park were
destroyed sometime during the early morning hours. Police learned that not only the park had
been hit by vandalism, but the museum (a vintage wooden car chassis rolled over the bank),
the Credit Union (cigarette butts and beer can shoved in the night deposit box) and a satellite
dish bent at a private residence. Anyone with information of who was responsible is asked to
call the RCMP or Crime stoppers é8d0-222-TIPS.

On March 28, 2010 police responded to a request from Chetwynd RCMP regarding a possible
impaired male driver from Moberly Lake. A vehicle fitting the description provided was
stopped at the Peace Canyon bridge. The 48 year old provided breath samples with readings
three times the legal limit. The male is scheduled to appear in court at the end of May.

On March 28, 2010 police received a complaint of an impaired male driver who had left his
residence in Hudson's Hope and no direction of travel was provided. Police were patrolling for
the suspect vehicle when another vehicle drew police attention. The 43 year old male driver
entered his residence after being told to stop several times. The male was arrested for ob-
struction, resist arrest and suspicion of impaired driving. The male provided breath samples
over the legal limit. The male is scheduled to appear in court in May.

On March 29, 2010 police received a complaint of two separate incidents of theft from a motor
vehicle that took place in the early morning hours of March 27, 2010. Money was taken along
with an iPod and no damaged caused. Police remind everyone to lock their vehicle doors.
Anyone with information of who was responsible is asked to call the RCMP or Crime stoppers
at 1-800-222-TIPS.

On March 29, 2010 police received a complaint of mischief. A school bus was vandalized that
was parked at the Hudson's Hope school. Minor damage to the school itself was also noticed.
Two local youths have been identified and will be dealt with through alternative justice meas-
ures.

On March 31, 2010 police received a complaint of a grass fire that was believed to be deliber-
ately set at the river bank near the Farrell Creek bridge. This fire traveled to a residence nar-
rowly catching the residence and other wooden structures on fire.

On April 4, 2010 police responded to a report of trespassers near the tail race of the W.A.C.
Bennett dam. Four adults and one male observed fishing below the dam. No police atten-
dance made due to the location. Due to heightened security at the Bennett dam, police ask
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that boaters obey warning signs near the base of the dam. Violators will be fined under the
trespass act.

On April 10, 2010 police received a report of possible shots fired on Ellis crescent. Police
attended, but were unable to confirm any shots being fired.

On April 13, 2010 police responded to a request by the Hudson's Hope fire department of a
grass fire across the road from the Lynx creek RV park. BC forest service took over to 'mop
up' the area. Police and Fire ask that everyone take precautions with any burning being
done in and out of town.

On April 19, 2010 police attended to maintain the peace around the airport and the WAC
Bennett dam for a BC Hydro 'Clean Energy' meeting. Several dignitaries along with Premier
Gordon Campbell landed at the airport and were transported to the information center at

the Bennett dam where Campbell announced the go ahead of the Site C dam. Approxi-
mately 75 demonstrators congregated at the airport to have their voice heard. One Hud-
son's Hope resident was arrested for trespassing near the information center and released
without charges.

On April 24, 2010 police observed a vehicle traveling at a high rate of speed. The vehicle
was clocked by radar traveling at 170km/h in a 90km/h zone before police could catch the
vehicle in Moberly lake. With the assistance of the Chetwynd RCMP a small amount of mari-
huana and alcohol were seized and destroyed. The driver received a $483 violation ticket
for his heavy foot.

On April 25, 2010 police observed a vehicle that failed to stop at two stop signs. The driver
showed obvious signs of impairment. A 30 year old Kelowna resident was detained for im-
paired driving and provided two breath samples with readings over 2 ¥ times the legal limit.
The male was released to appear in court in June.

Police remind boaters to have their boats supplied with the required items prior to hitting

the water. All operators of motor boats must have a valid operators licence and could be
subject to fines for failing to have the appropriate items or operator licence. The Hudson's
Hope detachment has several Safe Boating Guide's if one is in need of a copy. Enjoy the wa-
ters!

Site C will now advance to the regulatory review phase, which will include an independent en-
vironmental assessment. The regulatory review phase is expected to take about two years, and
it is anticipated that Site C will be available for domestic electricity need by 2020.

The regulatory review for Site C will involve consultation processes, including opportunities for
input and participation by the public, First Nations, stakeholders, communities and customers.

In addition, as part of the environmental assessment process, the project will consider poten-
tial environmental and socieconomic effects, impacts to land and water, and options for re-
gional benefits, such as infrastructure and supporting recreational opportunities. Where im-
pacts cannot be avoided, BC Hydro will identify and evaluate potential options for mitigation.

blizzards, wildfires (forest fires), and the spring freshets on some of the tributary rivers to the Peace.

Man made hazards include major structural fires, mudthicle accidents, hazardous materials spills and

a breach of one or both of the dams. While this list looks daunting, the severity of the hazards is also
measured against the likelihood of the event occurring. Winter blizzards happen every year, but rarely

are severe enough to cause emergencies in our community. A breach of the Dams would have major
consequences; however, the likelihood of it happening is miniscule. The emergency plan is built around

a Hazard Risk Vulnerability Analysis which measures consequence vs. likelihood so that the District pre-
pares for the hazards that present the most risk to our community. This analysis and the emergency

plan are reviewed constantly to ensure that we can react to the changing realities of our community.

We are also very lucky to have a dedicated group of volunteers who make up the Emergency Social Ser-
vices group. This group is there to help people out when disaster strikes and ensure that they have food,
housing and clothing for the first 72 hours.

How prepared is your family for a disaster? We recommend that you have supplies to make sure that
you and your family can be self sufficient for 72 hours. This includes provisions for food, water, light,
clothing, and medications. Putting together a grab and go bag with some food, water clothing, blankets
and copies of critical documents (drivers license etc) can be a real savior if you have to be evacuated
from your home with very little warning. A good way to figure out what to put in the bag is to think
